The file that you have just opened is both a Word document and is Protected.  This means that you can only fill in information in the provided spaces.  Moving from one area to the next can be accomplished by hitting your "tab" key.  Any additional information that you cannot get into these "open" areas should be typed onto your sheet with a typewriter or provided in an appendix.  

When you have completed your certification, you should print a copy of the document for committee signatures and final approval by our office and the Chair. E&G Guidelines

The conference will include discussion of the proposed course choices, career goals and coherence of the academic program as well as a timetable for completing the degree.  At the end of the conference, the major professor is responsible for submitting a memo along with the approved E&G conference form to the program office as a permanent record for the student's file.  The E&G conference form is available online.  Any course work changes made after the E&G conference has been held must be endorsed by all the members of the student's evaluation/advisory committee and must be submitted to the program chair for review.  This should be done by submitting a Course Substitution Request.

Water Resources Management Program E & G Checklist
Before completing your E & G conference form, please review its content with respect to the items listed below.  These are required elements.  Please do not turn in your E & G form if any of these are missing: 

  
All courses must be listed along with semester credits, semester/year taken or anticipated, and grades.  Seminars, special topics courses, etc. should be defined with specific titles.  Each course may be listed only once, and credit totals must meet the requirements of each unit.
  
Courses should be listed in the most appropriate category.  (Although the WRM course descriptions booklet is a useful guide in choosing courses, it is by no means an all-inclusive list.  However, the courses that are defined for a specific category according to the course descriptions booklet should not be placed in other categories unless specific reasons for exceptions can be demonstrated.)

  
No more than three credits of "S" graded course work may be included on the course list.  (All students are expected to be aware of the program guidelines for satisfactory progress, as described in the program handbook.  Courses that fall outside of these guidelines should not be included in the course list except as background courses.  Courses that are graded pass/fail, credit/no credit, or audit may not be used to satisfy program requirements.)

  
Grades of BC or C are not normally accepted toward program requirements except with the endorsement of the evaluation committee.  Grades of BC or C may not be used in the area specialty.  

  
All courses listed should be graduate-level courses.  (Undergraduate-level courses or courses taken as an undergraduate may not be used to meet program requirements.)

  
Courses that are intended for thesis research (e.g., Envir St 990 or Envir St 993) may not be used to satisfy the course work requirements of the WRM program.
  
All courses taken as a special student or as a student at another institution must be labeled as such.  (Note: the use of such courses is at the discretion of your evaluation committee and the program chair.)

  
Course work taken at another institution should be identified and current transcripts attached; and the credit value of these courses should reflect the credit value of courses taken on this campus.  (UW-Madison credits are based on a 16-week semester.  Semesters that are significantly shorter or that are based on the quarter system should be translated into credit values comparable to UW-Madison; e.g., a quarter hour is about 2/3 of a semester hour.)

  
The signatures of all members of the evaluation committee should be obtained before submission of this E & G Conference form to the Nelson Institute Academic Programs Office.  And, the advisor's memo should accompany this form or should be forthcoming.
  
If a double degree is being pursued, a double degree form (along with the E & G Conference form) should be completed.  The double degree form should be signed by the major professors before its submission to the Nelson Institute Academic Programs Office.
  
If a student is pursuing a reduced-credit option, this information should be included in the advisor's memo and should be attached to the E & G Conference form.

Any requests for exceptions to the above requirements should be made by attaching a memo of support that has been drafted and signed by the members of your evaluation committee.  Include copies of course syllabi or any other information that relates to your request.

Keep in mind that completion of this certification process does not, by itself, ensure completion of the residence requirement of the Graduate School.  All students should be aware of the Graduate School's residence requirement.
